Salish Sea Gull Project: January to March 2025

Environment and Climate Change Canada

(ECCC) are planning the next field season to

¢ assess the health and habitat use of several

species of gulls in the Salish Sea and beyond

by blood sampling and GPS tag deployment.

This will be the first year studying Short-billed Gulls in addition

to Glaucous-winged and California Gulls. Glaucous-winged Gulls

will continue to be banded with a unique colour combination to

measure survival and follow movements through time, indefi-

nitely (dependent on future funding and permissions). To date,

more than 750 sightings of colour-banded gulls have been re-

ceived. You can report your sightings through the online form

linked here: forms.office.com/r/i9PG9zHCfs. On a small num-

ber of gulls, the ECCC also attach GPS tracking devices to

understand their migration patterns.
